HOW THE CHRISTMAS PROGRAM REALLY WORKS 

 
The JCFPA Christmas Program is a program that blesses lots of children.  There are necessary procedures that will need 

to be reviewed, though… 

¶ To be a part of this program you must be a member of JCFPA by being currently DHS certified—Child Welfare, or 

if you can prove you have been certified by DHS—Child Welfare within the last five years and your certification has 

not been revoked.  It is easy to staple a copy of our certification to your wish list and submit both of them at the 

same time. 

¶ Each year, JCFPA has a deadline for memberships and wish lists.  EVERY year we have foster parents asking us to 

make an exception because they didn’t get their membership or list turned in.  Make your wish list by September for 

submission in October. 

¶ Wish lists are reviewed and calls are made about sizes or other questions.  If items over $40.00 are asked for, we 

don’t make a tag for those items.  There are gifts for less than $40.00 for each child.  If a tag is not sent out with a 

particular item, your child will get a substitute gift.  Fill out the list with the appropriate items. 

¶ We can only give your child the gifts that come in for them.  If your child asks for a bike and the bike tag comes in 

with a stuffed animal, we can only give what is given us.  Financial donations and/or extra donated bikes are avail-

able.  We can only give you what the public gives us.  If you really want your child to have something, we suggest 

you purchase it and put it away with the receipt.  Then if you get it from JCFPA, you simply return the one you 

bought.   

¶ At times you might see a tag for your child with an item you asked for.  That tag may be selected, purchased, and 

given to your child.  Or...it may not be chosen.  Or...it may be chosen but a different item was purchased.  Or...you 

may have asked for your gifts to be picked up early and a substitute gift had to be used.  Or...the gift you asked for 

may not be returned to the store in time to be put in your child’s gift bag.  We really have NO control over these is-

sues.  This is such a labor intensive program, we honestly DO NOT keep any gifts back or deny any children gifts 

they have wished for.  There is no pressure for you to submit a wish list.  We try to make Christmas more special, 

more fun and more exciting but you don’t have to participate.  

¶ Gifts donated by the community are Christmas gifts.  Do not bring children when you pick them up.  We want this to 

supplement YOUR OWN gifts for Christmas; we want the children to be surprised. The gifts should be wrapped and 

placed under the tree.  Don’t look through your bags of gifts before you take them home.   

¶ Everyone who works on the Christmas Gifting Program is a volunteer who leave their families and family commit-

ments to volunteer their time so that your children have a great Christmas.  Every year some parents are unhappy 

with the gifts their children receive, even though they have been donated with love. 

 

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS ABOUT THE CHRISTMAS PROGRAM. 

 

One of my children received a lot of what they asked for and the other one did not.  Some families get lots of gifts; 

why not our kid?  (We distribute an equal number of tags for each child who had their list turned in by the cut off date.  

We try for other children depending on what our businesses requested.  We have no control over what comes in and we 

work hard to meet each child’s needs.)  

 

I have friends who donated a gift or gift certificate for my child and it didnôt come in our gifts.  (All gifts or gift 

certificates that came in for your child went to your child’s gift bag.  The only reasons that a gift may be moved is if it’s 

a duplicate item or if the item was inappropriate.  Sometimes the tag comes off from a gift before it comes to us, it be-

comes impossible to match it with the request.) 

 

I heard that gifts came in after Christmas.  If gifts come in for my child, will I get them? (If a gift comes in after the 

cut off date with your child’s name on it and your child has not already received the item, someone will call you to see if 

you want to pick it up.  Because your child has already been given a substitute gift, this service is usually offered only for 

larger gift items.) 

 

I heard that volunteers always receive more gifts for their children.  It that true?  (This is NOT true.  All members 

follow the same rules.  It is true that the lists that come in earliest have the greatest probability of being filled because 

they are out at the businesses first and have the best chance of being chosen.)

I have 

stressed to the workers that it is a DUAL responsibility (foster parents/case workers) for informing me of 

placements, moves and ones who have gone home.
